Forest Lakes overview — a gem

1400 homes - single family and townhouses/duplexes
5 lakes (all with walking trails) plus fishing pier

2 swimming pools — plus baby pools, diving, shack service — plus junior
swim team

10 tennis courts (8 lighted) — with extensive junior and adult programs
2 soccer fields

Sand volleyball court, basketball court

2 playgrounds

Fitness center — aerobics and strength equipment and classes

9 miles of paved walking trails

3 miles of new nature trails

Pavilion building for community events

Professional management company and volunteer board of directors

Strong covenants to ensure consistent, high quality look and feel of
community

Everything is included in the FLCA homeowners asses sment — there
are no separate “club” or “membership” options or fees

Fithess center — wide range of aerobic
machines and strength equipment, TVs,
multipurpose room with cushioned flooring
— located at South Swim and Tennis

Nearly $1MM investment over 3
years

Addressed deferred maintenance needs
Pavilion (the old “sales office”) — full renovation

Pools — white coat, coping, pumps, covers,
decking, waterslide, lounge chairs, bathrooms

Walking trails — multiyear repaving plan

Tennis — resurfacing of South courts, renovation
of North courts — upgrade to ClayTech surface

Fithess — new equipment, TVs, carpeting,
cushioned flooring, parking lot lighting



Homeowner fee structure

Annual assessment 2008: $744 = approx $2 per day

Covers all common area facilities — usage and
maintenance, reserves, management, accounting, etc.

NO separate charges for usage of anything (except
nominal fee for use of Pavilion for private parties)

Applies to all 1400 homeowners in Forest Lakes

Townhouse and duplex communities also have fees for
their own “sub-associations” — covering additional
common area costs unique to those areas — detailed
matrix available on website — fee levels available from
those individual sub-associations.
